§ 2 
For performing the work specified in § 1  , the Contractor shall receive remuneration in the amount of PLN .............. gross (in words: PLN .................) per 1 hour of teaching.
§ 3
Remuneration shall be paid on a monthly basis. The remuneration shall be paid on the 15th of the following month, after submission of a bill containing the number of hours worked by the Contractor, confirmed by the Head supervising the performance of the work specified in § 1 of the contract, to the MUB payment desk or to the bank account indicated by the Contractor.
§ 4
The Contractor shall not entrust the performance of its tasks to another person without the consent of the Orderer expressed in writing.
§ 5   
Amendments to the Contract shall be made in writing under pain of nullity.
§ 6
Matters not regulated by this Contract shall be governed by the provisions of the Civil Code.
§ 7
Advance income tax and social security contributions will be deducted from the Contractor's remuneration, to the extent and in the amount in accordance with the applicable legislation. 
§ 8
Personal data protection:
1. In connection with the performance of the subject of the Contract, the Orderer authorises the Contractor to process personal data for which the University acts at the Data Administrator, to the extent and for the purpose necessary for the performance of the Contract.
2. The Contractor shall be obliged to comply with the generally applicable data protection laws as well as internal legal acts in force at the University concerning personal data protection.
3. The Contractor shall be obliged to process the personal data to which it gains access in connection with the performance of the Contract solely for the purposes related to the performance of the subject matter of the Contract.
4. The Contractor undertakes to safeguard and keep confidential – both during and after the termination of the contract – the personal data to which he or she gains access in connection with the performance of the Contract.
5. The Contractor shall have the right to control the processing of personal data in connection with the performance of this Contract.
6. The Contractor shall be fully responsible for any damage caused by their behaviour as a result of the processing of personal data in breach of the Contract, in particular damage caused by unauthorised access, removal by an unauthorised person, alteration, loss, damage or destruction.
