3. [bookmark: _Hlk152672892]My personal data shall be processed for the purpose of conduct of elections for members of the Electoral College / Senate / Rector at the Medical University of Bialystok for the term of office 2024-2028.
4. My personal data in the scope specified in the list of documents and information which the candidate ought to provide shall be processed on the basis of Art. 6 sec. 1 letter c of GDPR - the processing is necessary in order to fulfil the legal obligation enforced on the University, that is, the Act on Science and Higher Education, Statute of the Medical University of Bialystok and the Regulations of Elections; whilst, personal data exceeding the scope specified in the provisions shall be processed on the basis of Art. 6 sec. 1 letter a of GDPR of the consent expressed by you through clear confirmative action, i.e. Handover (sending) of data to the University.
5. If data are contained in the documents specified in Art. 9 sec. 1 of GDPR (detailed categories of personal data), granting consent for their processing in the form of consent statement shall be obligatory. 6. I am entitled to the right to withdraw the expressed consent at any time, without it impacting compliance with the law of the processing which was performed prior to such consent withdrawal. I are entitled to demand access to my personal data, amend, remove or limit processing of my personal data as well as transfer such data, The above entitlements may be exercised via sending an email to the following address: iod@umb.edu.pl.
7. My personal data shall be stored for the period stemming from the provisions of law.
8. Access to my personal data shall be granted to the controller’s authorized personnel as well as to the persons engaged in the process of selecting candidates in accordance with the provisions of law, whilst personal data in the scope of name, surname, position, title or scientific degree, professional title, name of organizational unit, represented electoral group in the scope necessary for the conduct of elections and all other actions related to participation in elections for the term of office 2024-2028 may be distributed in the necessary scope for information purposes, in particular, on the website of the University, in the social media, in folders and on advertising boards. 
9. I shall be entitled to submit a complaint to the President of the Personal Data Protection Office, at the address: ul. 2 Stawki  Street, 00-193 Warszawa, www.uodo.gov.pl should I consider the processing of my data as breaching the provisions of law.
10. No automated decisions, including also profiling, shall be made based on the submitted personal data.
11. Submission of personal data in the scope specified in the list of documents and information which the candidate ought to provide stems from the provisions of law and is necessary for the conduct of elections. In the remaining scope, indication of data is voluntary.
