Pursuant to art. 4 item 8 of the Act of 29 January 2004 Public Procurement Law, due to the fact that the value of the subject of the Agreement does not exceed the equivalent of EUR 30,000, this Act shall not apply to this Agreement.
§ 1
1. In connection with the assignment of the Contractor to act as a reviewer in the proceedings for awarding the degree of Doctor Habilitatus to Mr/ Ms ......................... , The Orderer commissions, and the Contractor undertakes to complete the work consisting in the preparation of a review in proceedings for the conferment of the academic degree of Doctor Habilitatus, within 8 weeks from the date of service of the request for the preparation of the review.
2. The Contractor shall carry out the work personally.
3. The Contractor guarantees a high level of performance of the subject matter of the Agreement. 
§ 2
1. The Contractor declares that its copyrights in the subject matter of the Agreement are not restricted within the scope of this Agreement, in particular that they do not infringe upon the rights of any third parties.
2. The Contractor undertakes to perform all actions necessary to indemnify the Orderer against any claims of third parties to the subject matter of this Agreement.
§ 3
1. Pursuant to the Act on Copyright and Related Rights of 4 February 1994, the Work covered by this Agreement is copyrighted.
2. Within the remuneration specified in § 4, section 1 of this Agreement, the Contractor grants the Orderer the right to use the subject matter of this Agreement in the scope of the Orderer’s activity, without limitation in time, and in particular authorises the Orderer or third parties indicated by the Orderer to register, multiply the work in the form specified by the Orderer, disseminate and market the works, publicly reproduce the works in any form and in an unlimited number of copies, publish it on the internet in its entirety or in parts.
3. The Orderer undertakes to respect the Contractor’s moral copyrights.
§ 4
1. For the performance of the subject of the Agreement, the Contractor shall receive remuneration in the amount of ............... .
2. The remuneration shall be payable, after the confirmation of completion of the work by the Dean of the commissioning unit, within 30 days after the submission of a bill.
3. The Orderer shall cover the costs of travel and accommodation by purchasing tickets for the appropriate means of transport, applying the principle of cost-effectiveness, and by paying for hotel accommodation for two nights.   
§ 5
1. In the event of non-performance or improper performance of the work, the Orderer shall have the right to:
1) withdraw from the Agreement, and to request the payment of a contractual penalty in the amount of 10 % of the gross amount of remuneration specified in § 4 section 1 of the Agreement, or 
2) to deifne an additional time limit for the performance of the work and, at the same time, to demand payment of a contractual penalty amounting to 1% of the gross remuneration referred to in § 4 item 1 of the Agreement for each day of delay, calculated from the specified additional time limit.
2. The Orderer shall have the right to claim damages in excess of the contractual penalties on general principles. 
§ 6
1. The Orderer shall be liable for any damage caused to third parties by the Contractor in result of non-performance or improper performance of its obligations under this Agreement, subject to the provisions stated below.
2. The Contractor is obliged to fully compensate the Orderer for the costs and damages incurred in the implementation of the obligation to compensate third parties referred to above.
§ 7
1. In matters not covered by this Agreement, the provisions of the Civil Code and the Act on Copyright and Related Rights shall apply.
2. Amendments and supplements to the Agreement shall be made in writing under pain of nullity.
§ 8
1. Any disputes that may arise from this Agreement shall be settled amicably.
2. Disputes which have not been settled amicably shall be referred to a competent court having jurisdiction over the Orderer’s seat.
§ 9
1. In connection with the performance of the subject of the Agreement, the Orderer authorises the Contractor to process personal data for which the University acts at the Data Controller, to the extent and for the purpose necessary for the performance of the Agreement.
2. The Contractor shall be obliged to comply with the generally applicable data protection laws as well as internal legal acts in force at the University concerning personal data protection.
3. The Contractor shall be obliged to process the personal data to which it gains access in connection with the performance of the Agreement solely for the purposes related to the performance of the subject matter of the Agreement.
4. The Contractor undertakes to safeguard and keep confidential – both during and after the termination of the agreement – the personal data to which he or she gains access in connection with the performance of the Agreement.
5. The Contractor shall have the right to control the processing of personal data in connection with the performance of this Agreement.
6. The Contractor shall be fully responsible for any damage caused by their behaviour as a result of the processing of personal data in breach of the Agreement, in particular damage caused by unauthorised access, removal by an unauthorised person, alteration, loss, damage or destruction.
