Appendix No. 3 to the Regulations of the Student House, constituting an appendix to Ordinance 62/2022 of the Rector of the MUB of 29.06.2022
Regulations for Elections to the Council of Residents of the Student House
of the Medical University of Bialystok
§ 1 
General Provisions
1. All residents of the Student House of the Medical University of Bialystok have the active and passive right to vote.
2. A candidate for the Student Council of Residents can be proposed by any resident of the StudentHouse .
3. The candidate must be proposed in writing, in duplicate, with the candidate’s written consent. On one of the copies, the applicant receives an acknowledgement of acceptance of the application.
4. The application should include the support of the voters in the form of 20 signatures of the residents of the Student House.
5. One person can nominate a maximum of 2 candidates.
6. The list of candidates should contain more names than the fixed number of seats on the Council of Residents.
7. The list of Candidates is posted by the Student Election Committee 72 hours before the scheduled election date on the notice board in the Student House.
8. The reception of a voting card shall be conditional upon presenting a valid student ID card and confirmed in writing on the list of the participants of the vote.
9. Voting takes place by putting a cross next to the name of the candidate you are voting for in the box provided.
10. The following cards shall be considered invalid:
a) not stamped with the seal used by the Student Election Committee, 
b) where the “X” is placed outside the designated box next to the name of the successful candidate, 
c) those for which the number of votes cast for candidates is greater than the number of seats provided for,
d) illegible,
e) empty, with no vote cast.
11. The chairman of the committee informs voters of the electoral regulations, in the section on voting techniques.
12. A list in which the number of crosses next to the names of the candidates for the Council of Residents is equal to or less than the number of seats on the Council of Residents is deemed to be a valid vote.
13. Elections are held on the premises of the Student House.
14. Elections to the Council of Residents are organised by the MUB Student Election Committee of 5 members, appointed by the MUB Student Parliament.
15. For the counting of votes for Candidates for the Council of Residents, a Student Counting Committee of 3 persons is appointed on an ad hoc basis by open vote, from among those not running for office. The vote Counting Committee counts votes, works non-stop until the votes are counted and the protocol is made and signed. The minutes of the Student Counting Committee should include the number of cards issued, the number of votes cast, the number of valid and invalid votes.
16. The Student Counting Committee announces the results of the election by posting the list on the notice board in the Student House.
17. Each candidate has the right to appoint a shop steward who may participate in the work of the Student Counting Committee as an observer. The nomination of the shop steward is submitted by the candidate to the chairman of the Student Election Committee no later than 48 hours before the start of the election.
18. The Rector shall have the right to delegate autorised persons who may participate in the work of the Student Election Committee as observers.
§ 2
Specific Provisions
1. The Student lection Committee communicates with the Voters through communication posted on bulletin boards and the Student Houses. 
2. It is agreed that 2 members of the Council of Residents of Student House 1 and 4 members of the Council of Residents of Student House 2 (3+1 ED)shall be elected.
3. Elections are held every two years.
4. Detailed application deadlines and the election date, together with the times at which voting will be possible, shall be publicly announced by the Student Election Committee at least two weeks before the planned election date.
§ 3
Final provisions
1. Technical support for the elections is provided by the Student House Manager.
2. Until the election is legally valid, an archive of all documents is maintained by the Chair of the Student Election Committee.
3. Other matters concerning the conduct and organisation of elections are governed by the relevant provisions of the MUB Statute.
4. These Regulations shall enter into force upon signature by the Rector of the Medical University of Bialystok.
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
