Regulations of the Council of Residents of the Student House
of the Medical University of Bialystok
§ 1 
Responsibilities of the Council of Residents
1. The Council of Residents represents the students and doctoral students living in the Student House.
2. The Council of Residents is co-host of the Student House and carries out its activities in close consultation with the Head of the Student House.
3. The Council of Residents is committed to creating an atmosphere and conditions on the premises of the Student House for sound learning, relaxation and the development of the residents' individual interests.
4. The Council of Residents considers and takes into account in its activities the comments and requests of the residents or requests for assistance from the administration of the Student House. 
5. The scope of work of the Council of Residents includes cooperation with all students and doctoral students accommodated in the respective Student House. 
6. The Council of Residents has an advisory and not an executive function.
§ 2
 Rights of the Council of Residents
1. In the event of non-compliance with the Regulations, lack of respect for social property, evident vandalism of facilities by residents or their guests, the Council of Residents has the right to apply to the administration of the Student House and the University Authorities to punish the perpetrators, to have them cover the costs of the vandalism and to deprive them of the right to live in the Student House.
2. The Council of Residents may, in consultation with the Head of the Student House, make premises available for the realisation of the activities resulting from the duties of the Council of Residents in § 1 on the premises of the Student House, e.g. common rooms, TV room, computer room, as well as the necessary equipment and furnishings for these activities. The Council of Residents is responsible for their proper use in such situations.
3. Members of the Council of Residents of each of the Student Residences receive a 25% discount on their place in the Student House as a result of their committed role. In the event of a lack of commitment to the role, the Vice-Chancellor for Education may remove the discount for a place in the Student House.
4. The Council of Residents organises the deposit of the belongings of the residents of the Student House for the holiday period.
§ 3
 Final provisions
1. The Council of Residents is elected for 2-year terms by equal, direct, secret ballot by the residents of the Student House. In the event that the Council of Residents is not elected in an election, the members of the Council of Residents shall be appointed by the staff of the Administration after obtaining the written consent of the residents selected and the favourable opinion of the Student Council. The term of office of the members designated by the staff of the Administration shall count towards the term of office of the Council of Residents appointed in accordance with the rules set out in the first sentence. 
2. The Council of Residents consists of:
a) Student House no.1 – two persons,
b) Student House no. 2 – four persons, including one person from the English Division with Polish language skills,
c) the constitution of the Council of Residents, i.e. the election from among its members of the chairperson of the Council of Residents, shall take place immediately after the election by the residents of the SH or, in the case as in section 1, the nomination by the staff of the SH Administration.
3. Membership of the Council of Residents expires as a result of:
a) renunciation of membership,
b) graduation,
c) removal from the list of students / doctoral candidates,
d) dismissal by the electors/employees of the Administration (in the case of members of the Council of Residents appointed in accordance with the second sentence of section 1),
e) check out of the Student House (except during the summer holidays),
f) to be deprived of a place in the Student House due to reprehensible behaviour.
4. In the event of termination of membership, the next candidate on the list with the highest number of points will enter the Council of Residents. Additions from the list are made during the 2-year term of office.
5. A by-election shall be held if the candidates on the list are exhausted.
